Thomas McCall.  In his 26years in the Legislature he earned the reputationas a hard-working lawmaker who always standsup for the little guy, and who always puts CarbonCounty first for the state support the county needsand deserves.Recently, Representative McCall earned an evenhigher honor. When the new Legislative sessionbegins in 2009, he will be the first Speaker of the House from Carbon County inthe 300-plus year history of  the General Assembly.A lifelong resident of  Carbon County, Keith has never lost sight of  small-townvalues even as he works to bring high-tech jobs and major economic developmentto the rapidly growing region. In his previous service as Minority Chairman of theConsumer Affairs and Transportation committees he led the fight to invest in thestate’s infrastructure – a fight that he continues to lead today with initiatives likethe Wall Street West program that will create an off-site data center to improvethe security of our financial systems and historic investments in road and bridgerepair and replacement funding. One of  Keith’s key issues as Speaker of  the House will be to improve access tohealth care for every Pennsylvanian, an effort he spearheaded last year withhistoric scope-of-practice laws that allow trained medical professionals to domore to help more patients get care – especially in rural areas.Keith McCall knows that small businesses create the majority of  the state’s jobs,and he has always fought hard to help small businesses in the state.  He has showndedication to a complete transportation system that gets workers to the job andproduced goods shipped out in an affordable manner. Keith authored the legisla-tion that delivered more than $55 million to improve railroad infrastructure inPennsylvania, creating tens of thousands of jobs at industrial sites around thestate.McCall graduated from Marian Catholic High School and attended Penn StateUniversity and Harrisburg Area Community College. He began his public serviceby fighting to make sure tax dollars were spent wisely as a field auditor with thestate Department of Auditor General. In his district, he is a member of theSummit Hill Lions the Summit Hill Diligence Fire Company, the Knightsof Columbus the Ancient Order of Hibernians and the Carbon Schuylkill Industrial Development Authority. He is a founding/charter member of  thePanther Valley Renaissance, the Carbon County Partners for Progress and theCarbon County Chamber of Commerce. CAPITOL INSIGHTSAngie Mellott Armbrust, Winter GroupSession UpdateThe 2007-08 legislative session ended quietly.  The Senate and House returned toHarrisburg after the November election to elect leadership for the 2009-10 legis-lative session.  The election resulted in many changes here in Harrisburg—somefamiliar faces will not be returning and there will be several newly elected legisla-tors that we will have to get to know and introduce PANA’s issues to.The end of session also marked the passing of Lieutenant Governor CatherineBaker Knoll.  Knoll was the first woman to be elected to Lieutenant Governor inPennsylvania history.  Republicans and Democrats remembered their friend andcolleague as a warm, genuine individual who cared deeply about her constituentsand her state.  She was replaced as lieutenant governor by Senate President ProTempore Joe Scarnati (R., Jefferson).  Scarnati will continue to serve as a senatorof the 25th District as well as hold his president pro tempore position, in additionto holding the second highest office in the executive branch after DemocraticGov. Ed Rendell.The Pennsylvania State Senate remains solidly in the control of the Republi-cans—30-20.  Republicans picked up the seat vacated by retiring Senator LaValle.Both parties defended all of their seats in the remaining races.  The PennsylvaniaHouse will again be controlled by Democrats, who gained three seats to expandtheir majority to 105 to 98. The House Democratic Caucus elected its leadership team for the 2009-10. TheLeadership Team includes: Rep. Keith McCall (Carbon) as House Speaker, Rep.Todd Eachus (Luzerne) House Majority Leader, Rep. Bill DeWeese (Greene) HouseMajority Whip.  Rep. McCall stated that the Democrats have a very distinguishedteam of  legislators that is ready to hit the ground running. He named energy,healthcare, and property taxes as issues that the new Majority Leadership team isready to take on. Rep. Eachus stated that the team reflects a fresh, new approachto leadership in the House.The Senate senior leadership remains mostly the same, except for a change ofAppropriations Chair: President Pro Tempore: Joe Scarnati (Jefferson), MajorityLeader: Dominic Pileggi (Delaware), Appropriations Chairman: Jake Corman (Cen-tre), Whip: Jane Orie (Allegheny).The legislature will be faced with some tough challenges when they return toHarrisburg in January.  At the forefront is a budget deficit that looms over all otherissues.  Decision makers will be faced with some tough choices when it comes to allbudgetary matters.  Other issues that leaders say they will focus on include healthcare and energy.We here at The Winter Group will be working closely with your Board of  Direc-tors to set a clear agenda and strategy for the upcoming session.Get to Know the New Faces in HarrisburgNewly elected legislators look to their constituents to help them become informed about all of  the issues that they will be faced with in Harrisburg.
